   B.1       PARKS UPDATE: SUMMARY OF OPEN AND CLOSED PARKS FACILITIES,      PARKS PROGRAMMING, AND LAKELINE PARK DEVELOPMENT.  
	Curt Randa, Director of Parks & Recreation, gave a summary of park facilities openings with the new restrictions and capacities along with facility closures, program cancellations, and special event cancellations.  
	He stated Lakeline Park is moving forward and that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval of the Open Space Recreation Zoning. The recommendation will be presented to the City Council for approval on May 28th and again on June 11, 2020. The construction plans are at 30 percent completion which includes boundary, environmental, geotech, historical cultural, and tree surveys. Curt said another update will be presented when the construction plans are at 60 percent and expects the plans to be completed towards the end of summer or early fall of 2020.  He stated the bid for the construction time frame will be late calendar 2020 or early calendar year 2021 with a 12-16 month construction period and a possible opening in 2022.
	
B.2      UPDATE ON THE INSTALLATION OF THE NURSE’S STATUE AT VETERAN’S MEMORIAL PARK. 
            Jackson Brockway, Assistant to the City Manager, gave a brief update and stated the artist has a slight delay due to the pandemic, but will be able to install the Nurse’s statue late August or early September time frame.
